Science World is not responsible for children before or after club time. There will be a $25 late pick-up fee for those not 
picked up by 2:15. Repeated late pick-up will result in cancelled participation without refund. 
 
There are no refunds given in the two-week period prior to the first day of the club, or at any time during the club. Pro-
rated refunds are not available for days absent. All modifications, including cancellations, must be made in advance of 
the two weeks before the start of the club. All cancellations or date changes are subject to an administration fee. 
 
ASTC Science World protects your personal information and adheres to all privacy laws. We do not rent, sell or trade 
contact information. Photos and video taken of your child during the club may be used in promotional materials. If 
you do not want your child photographed, please let staff know on the first day. 
 

LOGISTICS 
 

1. Every day your child will need to bring: 

• A water bottle 

• A bagged lunch that does not require reheating! **Please note that there are members who may have 
allergies to nuts. Please pack a lunch without these ingredients to ensure the safety of all of our 
members** 

• DO NOT bring money, electronics or other valuables. 
 

* Clubs pause for a 30-minute lunch break in our classroom. To ensure safety and adequate supervision of all 
participants, students are expected to stay in the room with our staff and volunteers. 
 
2. Check in begins at 9:55am every morning in the TELUS World of Science lobby. Pick-up is at 2pm from the lobby. A 
parent or guardian must sign the attendance sheet at pick up and drop off.

3. For drop off and pick up each day we have a loading zone that runs between the two parking lots. You need to enter 
the loading zone from the north lot and exit via the south lot. If you are unable to use the loading zone, please use any 
available space in the parking lot. Do not pay at any meters; we will provide you with a parking pass for 10-minute drop 
off/pick up on the first day of the club.
